 It©s not often in one©s life when your two favorite things come together with a bonus. I am, of course, talking 
about Jimmy Buffett playing Wrigley Field for the Labor Day Weekend shows. 
 As a diehard Cubs fan and big Jimmy Buffett phan you combine the two, and I©m in the whimsical place 
called Heaven. And, then to find a great seat on the field without paying scalper price (scalpers bad, very bad) I 
was nearly in Nirvana, whatever that is. 
 I©ve been to about equally to Cubs games and Jimmy Buffett concerts, which means I©ve spent a lot of 
dough. The major difference is I©ve seen the Cubs lose (only 3 times at a ball park), but I©ve never seen Jimmy 
Buffett lose the crowd at his concerts. 
 I had many questions about Buffett playing at Wrigley that couldn©t be answered before I got there. Would 
they jack up the parking prices?

 Everyone has their own idea of how to enjoy the Buffett concert experience. Some just focus on nothing but 
the stage and the music, I wander about. Having a field ticket let me wander even more. I could go into the stands 
and see my phriends in the club seats. I got to walk on the field at Wrigley though grass was hard to find because it 
was covered with grating. 
 The staff at Wrigley really impressed me. They are always very nice, but those people were having as 
much fun as anyone and getting paid to see a Jimmy Buffett concert!

Timely, of course, because of Katrina. That was wonderful. 
 I love “The Friendly Confines” and I hope Buffett does Wrigley again. But, with about everything we 
experience there is a downside. No tailgating. But, I©m sure the local pubs were VERY happy.
